Carl, 

I checked the artpath program (extract_aps_out_of_wbs.py) on 9.3.1 and found that the gp.describe (python command) does not work with map layers, unless the script is set to run in process. You can set a script to run in process by selecting the properties of the script and checking the 'run in process' check box. However, this will likely cause the sys.exit command to generate an error because the Arcmap in process python modules do not recognize the sys module. We use the sys.exit command to prematurely exit out of a process because of data or processing problems, also to exit the program at the end. So, an error from the sys.exit command does not necessarily mean the program did not complete. This will likely cause confusion. Henry and I are looking into a work-around for this issue. 

For now, if a script produces an error, try running it in process. Running scripts in process are much faster than running out of process. 
Please keep us informed of further problems.
