Paul, I fixed the import system module lines in the python scripts and except for 1 minor problem, the scripts run ok.  This is how the import lines need to be changed to on all python scripts.

# Import system modules

import sys, string, os, arcgisscripting

# Create the Geoprocessor object

gp = arcgisscripting.create()

There is still one minor problem that I understand might be an ESRI bug.  The good news is that it has no effect on actually running the script except for an annoying error message.  In nhdgct_gap_or_branch_attribute_check.py, the last line is:

sys.exit()

It causes an error and the script doesn’t terminate correctly.  But by then, the script is really done processing.

The above changes are so minor someone ought to make them and the file on the web page updated so everyone doesn’t have to deal with the problems.
