We found a couple issues with the flow check and subset tools when running on 9.2. The fliparc command would not activate in 9.2. This is because the nameexists for the workspace2 object does not appear to be functioning the way it did in 9.1. I eliminated the use of this function. The subset tools would not function in 9.2 or 9.1 when using a geodatabase that was edited with the geoEdit tools because the geoEdit tools generate several composite relationships for the NHD feature classes. Composite relationships do not allows you to edit the feature class outside of an edit session. Since using an edit session seriously hampers the subset process, I did not modifiy the tools at all for this condition. However, I did update the documentation to mention that it is necessary to delete the composite or messaging relationships that are attached to an NHD feature class prior to using either subset tool.
