If you delete a flow line and then realize you want to get it back
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I deleted an artificial path in a stream river at a sub-basin boundary, then realized I needed it.  If you realize that you screwed up quickly enough then just undo or go to a back up if you don’t feel like redoing a bunch of stuff then do this.

Digitize in a line as the replacement to the line that you deleted.  Digitize in the direction of flow (When using the tools you digitize in the opposite direction to the flow.  If you are not using the tools you digitize in the direction of flow.)

Write down the object ID of a feature near the one you need to restore.  Do a file save then a file exit. Back up your data, unless you are just feeling lucky. Get back into arcmap open the raw data (.../1500_gdb/NHDH1500.mdb).  Open the NHDflowline table select by attribute object ID = 123.  Then zoom to selected.  Select the flowline that you need to restore (Make sure it’s the line from the appropriate sub-basin.)  Take a picture of the table using hyper snap, and print it.  Expand the FDate column and make sure you get the whole date.
Go back to 1500_alb. Click Editor then Start Editing.  Copy the information from hypersnap to the row for the restored line.  You will have to type it in manually.  Don’t change the object ID, but change everything else.  Check to make sure that the WBAreaComID is correct (This is the COM ID of the Stream/River that the artificial path is in.).  Click Editor then Save Edits.  
Go to the status table and do a select by attribute, ID = (the COMID from the line).

Then change the status from Delete Feature to Modify Feature Geometry.  Editor then Save Edits.  If you deleted the whole reach there will be another delete in the status table for the reach com ID.  Open the NHDReachCode_ComID Table select by attributes using the reach code.  The ComID field in this table refers to the reach comid.  Look for this com ID in the status table and delete it. (Select the offending record make sure no other tables are open and no spatial features are selected and hit the delete button on the key board.)
If you deleted the whole reach originally then a record was added to the NHDReachCrossReference table to keep track of the delete. Open the NHDReachCrossReference table.  Then do a select by attribute on OldReachCode.  Using the reach code of the line you are restoring.  If there is a record showing this line as being deleted then delete the record (Select the offending record make sure no other tables are open and no spatial features are selected and hit the delete button on the key board.)
